Dom Pérignon is the top cuvée from Moét & Chandon. It is named after Dom Pérignon, a Benedictine monk who was an

important quality pioneer for Champagne wine but who, contrary to popular myths, did not discover the Champagne method

for making sparkling wines. Dom Pérignon is always a vintage champagne, meaning that all grapes used to make the wine were
harvested in the same year. The wine is not made in weak years, i.e. when the general quality of the harvest is considered to be
too low. The earliest market release of a vintage is usually after 8-10 years.

32.ZENSA PRIMITIVO ©© Puglia | ltaly

Zensa, pronounced ‘senza’, by Italian definition means ‘without’. It’s a reference to their winemaking philosophy and

practices, which are entirely organic and focus on as little human interference as possible. Low-yielding, fully organic
vineyards in the Salento area of southern Puglia. An organic, vegan, fruit bomb. A Primitivo (Zinfandel) with attitude!

33. GERARD BERTRAND ORGANIC MERLOT Languedoc | France

Wine Spectator Winemaker of the Year. If you’re going to drink Merlot, make sure it’s a good one from a

multi-award winning winemaker. It’s big and serious wine made South of Toulouse in South West France.

34. PEDRA A PEDRA TINTO, QUINTA DA PEDRA @ Douro | Portugal

Full-bodied Douro red wine offering aromas and flavors of ripe dark fruits like blackberry, plum and cherry. The wine is

known for its structure with a smooth, long, elegant finish that makes it a good match for roasted meats.

Classified as the 5th Grand Cru in the official classification of wines of 1855. It has belonged to the Cazes family since 1934.
The terroir has homogencous soils, essentially made up of Garonne gravel from the Giinz. The grape varicties present are
Cabernet Sauvignon (73%), Merlot (15%), Cabernet Franc (10%) and Petit Verdot (2%). Always one of the most popular
amongst Bordeaux drinkers. Aged in 75% new oak, this is a classic Lynch Bages.

Opus One 2019 is a full-bodied Bordeaux blend from the Napa Valley and one of the true icons of California winemaking. Known
as NapaMedoc for the first three vintages and rebranded in 1982 as Opus One, this iconic Californian winery was founded as a joint
venture between Baron Philippe de Rothschild of Chateau Mouton Rothschild and Robert Mondavi. The objective was to recreate
a First Growth level, Bordeaux style wine in the Napa Valley and by every measure, they succeeded. Historically the Grand Vin has
been a blend of around 95% Cabernet Sauvignon and 5% Merlot aged for 18 months in 100% new French oak before being laid
down for a further 18 months to mature in bottle. The 2019 vintage is a somewhat tweaked blend of 78% Cabernet Sauvignon,

8% Merlot, 7% Petit Verdot, 6% Cabernet Franc and 1% Malbec.
